The ventral ouler wing
panels were probably White — and the
entira horizontal stabilizer probably
bare metal. Prop blades were
aluminum. Note that we have provided
alternate codes in Red. Also nole the
fripha RS-82 rockets beneath the wings

2 This MiG-3 of the Baltic Fleat, shol
down over Finland in July 1841, sports
Olive Green over Sky Blue. Mote tha
red rudder trim tab.This aircarit might
have carmed lour wing stars,
