As can be seen in a period photo, this aircraft landed at Ramatuelle Airfield in southern France. No. 72 Squadron moved to this airfield during Operation

Dragoon. MH763 was flown by Prince Emanuel Galitzine, a member of the Russian aristocracy. His family emigrated from Russia to Great Britain and saved
their lives from communist murderers. Emanuel Galitzine lived out a very colorful piloting career. He took part in the air defense of Finland against Soviet
aggressors. He was accepted by the RAF in 1941 and became famous for his attempt to shoot down a high-flying recce Ju 86R over Southampton
on September 12th, 1942. He flew a modified Spitfire for this action. Galitzine served with various units and shot down at least one Fw 190. After the war
he worked as a pilot for a civil aviation company.
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One of many Canadians in the RAF was Jerry Billing. He volunteered for the RAF in October 1942 to help the Malta defense. He joined No. 185 Squadron
and fought over the island until March 1943, when he was downed by a Bf 109 pilot. In 1944 Jerry Billing was sent to No. 401 Squadron. He downed a Ju 88
bomber and damaged two Fw 190s on June 7th, 1944, the second day of the invasion of Normandy. On July 1st, 1944, his Spitfire ML135 was hit by AA fire
and landed in no-man's land, 7 miles south of Carentan, France. He managed to get back to the UK with the help of a French family. After WWII, Jerry Billing
re-enlisted in the Royal Canadian Air Force and became an instructor. In 1951 he joined the Blue Devils — a Canadian aerobatics team that flew Vampire jets.
In 1964 he left the RCAF and took a job at DeHavilland as a test pilot. This aircraft, camouflaged in the standard Dark Green and Ocean Grey upper and side
surfaces with Medium Sea Grey lowers, had invasion stripes applied to it that were in quick order reduced to remain on the lower wings only. The side of the

fuselage carried the name 'Dorothy’".
